"OSTP would prefer a mid-career technical manager with strong analytical capabilities, excellent written and oral
communication skills, and some experience with government would probably be the best fit. A broad knowledge of energy
technology would also help. This job is primarily about supporting the development and implementation of the President's
energy policies and R&D initiatives."

Given their preference for an industry person, and also given the fact that most academics need to provide their universities a
year's notice for a sabbatical, | am throwing out a broader net to the ASHRAE community. We have posted this on our
website, included articles in the ASHRAE Journal and Insights, and will continue to promote this program wherever possible. |
